
Team Rules and Regulations 
MUST BE RETURNED ON THE FIRST NIGHT OF CAMP. 

 
Certain rules and regulations are necessary for the success of the Dunwoody Wildcat football program.  The 
coaching staff adopted the following rules.  Proof of any infraction is required before any disciplinary action 
will be takes.  Either a coach must witness the act or a confession be given before any individual is disciplined. 
The rules are as follows: 
 

1. Academics   Failure to keep up Academically will result in an extra study session. 
Below 75%  - must meet with teacher at least once a week for tutoring. 
Below 70% - must meet with teacher twice a week for tutoring. 

 
2.  Smoking Absolutely no smoking at any time (in or out of season). 

 1st Offense: 100 laps (Out of season) – 1 game suspension (in season). 
 2nd Offense: Dismissal from the team. 
 

3. Drinking Absolutely no drinking at any time (in or out of season). 
 1st Offense: 100 laps (Out of season) – 1 game suspension (in season). 
 2nd Offense: Dismissal from the team. 
 
4.  Drug Abuse: Absolutely no taking drugs (without Doctor’s permission) in or out of season. 
 1st Offense: Dismissal from the team. 
 
5.  Detention: Punishment after practice (E.O.). 1 day of E.O. for each day in detention. 
 
6.  I.S.S. Punishment the next day (cannot practice if in I.S.S.) – 2 days of E.O. for each day in  
 I.S.S. 
 
7.  A.W.O.L. Unexcused absence from practice   
 1st Offense: 3 days of E.O.   3rd Offense: Dismissed from team. 
 2nd Offense: 1 game suspension 
 
8. Tardy to Practice or Detention:  
 
                          1st Offense Unexcused Absence from Practice will result in Extra Running to extra  

 Clean Up Duty. 
2nd Offense Unexcused Absence from Practice will result in Extra Running to extra Clean 
Up Duty 
3rd Offense of an Unexcused Absence from Practice will range from 1 game suspension 
to dismissal from Squad .  

 
9.  Stealing Dismissal from the team. 
 
10  Grooming Hair must be neat.  All facial hair must be keep neat and groomed or it will be removed. 
 Suspension from the game until corrected. 
 
11 Clothing All pants must be above the waist and have a belt on game day. --- E.O. 
 
12 Earrings No earrings allowed during any football function or when you are wearing your jersey. 
 



13 Dress During school --- all players must wear their shirt and pants that are issued to them by the  
       (Game Day) coaches.  All pants must have a belt. . --- E.O. 
 During the game --- all players must be dressed alike. (ex. Long WHITE socks, etc.).   
 Anything other than the equipment issued by the coaches must be approved by Coach  
 Teter. (Ex. Wrist bands, helmet shields, back flaps, etc.) . --- E.O. 
 

 
Player Expectations: 

1. Be on time (class, practice, meetings) 
2. Be prepared for class (notebook, pens, books) 
3. Don’t do anything detrimental to yourself or the team. 
4. Attend mandatory study hall (be prepared w/ materials) 
5. Improve everyday- in the classroom and on the field 

 
Player Responsibilities: 

1. To keep their grades up (meet w/ tutors, meet w/ teachers) 
2. Friday Grade Sheets (return to Coach Mason, Friday’s after school) 
3. Attend study hall weekly- no exceptions! 
4. Attend all football functions (wt. training, practice, banquets)
